Terms and conditions of entry:
· Fullbrook only accept external entries from ex-students.

· Subject staff must be informed of the intention to enter and consulted over the entry details. For qualifications with NEA (non-examined assessment) components, if students intend to submit new NEA, this must be agreed with the Head of Faculty in advance of this application for entry.

· Students must indicate on the form if they wish to ‘carry forward’ NEA and endorsements from a previous exam series by adding a ‘Y’ for ‘yes’ in the appropriate box. 
· All of the exam units, components and papers/assessments (as determined and published by Ofqual and the Awarding Body) need to be taken.  

· In the event of the cancellation of public examinations in Summer 2025, Ofqual will determine how grades should be awarded. In this instance, private candidates will be given an opportunity to confirm or withdraw their entry. Candidates who choose to continue with their entry will be subject to any new terms issued by Ofqual and the awarding bodies and those terms will also form part of Fullbrook’s conditions of entry. 
· Students are responsible for ensuring that they are fully prepared for all examinations/assessments. 

· All candidates must adhere to Fullbrook deadline requirements and attend all examination/assessment dates.
· Private entries (including those from current Fullbrook students) are subject to fees.  Candidates must pay the full qualification fee, plus an administrative fee of £50 in advance of any entries being made.  There may also be additional invigilation fees where a candidate cannot for any reason be seated in an examination room with other students.
