PLEASE READ THE INFORMATION BELOW BEFORE SIGNING AND SUBMITTING THIS FORM
Terms and conditions of entry:
1. Additional GCSE MfL language entry is available for current Fullbrook students in years 10 and 11 who already have competency at GCSE level in speaking, reading, writing and listening in their chosen language.

2. It remains the responsibility of the student and parent/carer to ensure that the student is taught the relevant subject specification according to the exam board regulations and are fully prepared for all examinations/assessments.  

3. These additional MfL subjects are not taught at Fullbrook and therefore the exams office is unable to answer any subject specification queries. Fullbrook will only be able to support regarding the entry process and scheduling of the examinations. 

4. Fullbrook will source and confirm an examiner for the speaking exam from our colleagues, Learning Partners Trust or external provider REMA.  Where Fullbrook is unable to find and confirm an examiner (who meets exam board regulations) to conduct the speaking exam, we will not be able to make an exam entry and your entry will be withdrawn.  
5. Students who already have a tutor in their chosen language who is eligible to conduct the speaking exam (under condition 6) should contact exams@fullbrook.surrey.sch.uk and provide the tutor name, contact email and phone number for the exams office to contact them directly. 

6. To be eligible to conduct the speaking exam the language tutor; 

a. must possess the correct understanding of how to conduct the exam according to the JCQ (Joint Council for Qualifications) regulations and is experienced both with the exam board specification and delivering speaking exams according to their requirements.
b. must not be a family member/family friend

c. is able to agree a mutually convenient time with Fullbrook to carry out a visit in order to access pre-exam material (where applicable) and to conduct the speaking exam itself
d. takes responsibility to ensure that the student knows the correct instructions/guidance regarding the exam topics, how to prepare for the exam and, what is allowable/not permitted in the speaking exam itself. 

7. All of the exam units, components and papers/assessments (as determined and published by Ofqual and the Awarding Body/Exam Board) need to be taken.  
8. In the event of the cancellation of public examinations in Summer 2025, Ofqual will determine how grades should be awarded. In this instance, it may be necessary for Fullbrook to withdraw your additional language entry. 
9. All candidates must adhere to Fullbrook deadline requirements and attend all examination/assessment dates.
10. Students who fail to comply with the conditions of entry or are not in attendance for an examination/assessment (without acceptable reason) will be charged the full qualification fee as published by the exam board and, any associated fees where Fullbrook have organised an external examiner to conduct the speaking exam.   

11. The completed form should be emailed to exams@fullbrook.surrey.sch.uk or returned to the exams office.
12. Entry Deadline: This form must be received by the deadline of Thursday 30 January 2025.  Any forms received after this deadline will only be processed subject to approval by the Exams Officer and, in accordance with Exam Board deadlines.
